A monthly series of dialogues with Bob Schieffer hosting top public-policy makers and
journalists at the Center for Strategic and International Studies (CSIS) headquarters

at 1800 K Street, NW, in Washington, DC. Most programs are scheduled in the late
afternoon and include question-and-answer opportunities.

Bob Schieffer

Bob Schieffer is broadcast journalism’s most experienced Washington
reporter. He is the CBS network’s chief Washington correspondent and
also serves as anchor and moderator of Face The Nation, CBS News’
Sunday public affairs broadcast.

Schieffer has covered Washington for CBS News for more than 30 years
and is one of the few broadcast or print journalists to have covered
all four major beats in the nation’s capital—the White House, the Pentagon, the State
Department, and Capitol Hill. He has been chief Washington correspondent since
1982 and congressional correspondent since 1989. He has covered every presidential
campaign and been a floor reporter at all of the Democratic and Republican National
Conventions since 1972. He began anchoring Face The Nation in May 1991.

He has been a principal anchor for CBS News since 1973, when he was named anchor of
the Sunday night edition of the CBS Evening News.

Schieffer joined CBS News in 1969 and, after a brief stint as a general assignment
reporter, was named Pentagon correspondent, a post he held for four years.

Before joining CBS News, he was a reporter at the Fort Worth Star-Telegram and, in 1965,
became the first reporter from a Texas newspaper to report from Vietnam. Schieffer later
became news anchor at WBAP-TV Dallas/Fort Worth, a post that eventually led to his
joining CBS News.

He is a graduate of TCU in Fort Worth.

Alexander “Sandy” Vershbow

Alexander Vershbow is a former U.S. ambassador to Russia. Most recently
he served as ambassador to Korea, stepping down on September 1,

2008. Ambassador Vershbow is a career member of the Foreign Service,
with rank of career minister, and has extensive experience in East-West
relations, nonproliferation, and European security affairs. From July 2001
to July 2005, Ambassador Vershbow served as U.S. ambassador to the
Russian Federation. From January 1998 until July 2001, he served as the
U.S. ambassador to the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO). From 1994 to 1997,
Mr. Vershbow served as special assistant to the president and senior director for European
affairs at the National Security Council. Ambassador Vershbow was director of the State
Department’s Office of Soviet Union Affairs during the last years of the USSR. In 1991,
Ambassador Vershbow was posted to NATO as U.S. deputy permanent representative and
charge daffaires of the U.S. mission, where he participated in NATO’s earliest initiatives to
forge cooperative relations with Russia and the other states of the former Warsaw Pact.

Jim Hoagland

Jim Hoagland is a weekly columnist for The Washington Post, writing on

foreign affairs. His column appears on Sundays. Hoagland joined the Post

in 1966 as a metropolitan reporter. He was assigned in 1969 to Nairobi

as the Post’s Africa correspondent and in 1972 to Beirut as Middle East

correspondent. A tour in Paris as West Europe correspondent preceded his

becoming the Post’ foreign editor in 1979. He began writing his column in
1986 in Europe, chronicling the gradual fall of Communism in Eastern Europe and the Soviet
Union. In 2002, the editors of the Times of London, Le Figaro, Die Welt, and four other leading
European newspapers headed a jury that awarded Hoagland the Cernobbio-Europa Prize. He
was awarded the Pulitzer Prize in 1971 for international reporting and in 1991 for commentary.

Andrew Kuchins

Andrew Kuchins is a senior fellow and director of the CSIS Russia and Eurasia
Program. From 2000 to 2006, he was a senior associate at the Carnegie
Endowment for International Peace, where he was director of its Russian and
Eurasian Program in Washington, D.C., from 2000 to 2003 and again in 2006,
and director of the Carnegie Moscow Center in Russia from 2003 to 2005.
Kuchins conducts research and writes widely on Russian foreign and security
policy. He is working on a book entitled China and Russia: Strategic Partners,
Allies, or Competitors, and coedited, with Dmitri Trenin, Russia: The Next Ten Years (Carnegie,
2004). Kuchins has taught at Georgetown University and Stanford University. From 1997 to
2000, he was associate director of the Center for International Security and Cooperation at
Stanford University. He also served as a senior program officer at the John D. and Catherine T.
MacArthur Foundation from 1993 to 1997, where he developed and managed a grant-making
program to support scientists and researchers in the former Soviet Union.
