*On June 19, security forces killed two demonstrators in Basrah and
wounded two others. The demonstrations were sparked by the lack of
electricity.

*On June 13, extremists conducted a commando-style raid on the
Central Bank of Iraq. Fifteen bank employees and seven militants were
killed in a firefight with the ISF.
